He
addressed a memo in the board’s general information packet from
Mr. Sean Dusek regarding Nanwalek’s request for a mixed 6th grade
volleyball program, announced that the KPSAA board has granted
this program “club” status for this year and expressed appreciation
for the school’s principal, Ms. Nancy Kleine. He announced that on
Thursday, October 18, at 10:18 a.m., all district schools will
participate in “The Great Alaska ShakeOut” earthquake drill. He
stated that Friday, October 19 is School Principal Recognition Day
and thanked all district principals for their good work and
commitment to students.
