Mind a-Mazes borough competition: Ups and Downs

Soldotna, October 9, 2013—Eighteen KPBSD schools are sending teams of students
in grades 4 through 12 to compete in Mind a-Mazes, a KPBSD hands-on problem
solving competition sponsored by the Quest program.*

Forty-seven teams are registered for the annual district-wide competition which will
take place Saturday, October 12, 2013, at Soldotna Middle School, from 12:15 to
approximately 3:30 p.m.

Mind a-Mazes encourages team work, research, and creative problem solving. Teams of three to five
students work with an adult coach for several weeks to solve the common Long Term Problem. Two
divisions—ijunior division (4-6™ grade) and intermediate /senior division (7-12% grade)—compete. In
addition to the Long Term Problem, a Spontaneous Problem is given to teams during the competition.

“Teams of three to five students will create a device that raises a weight a minimum height of one (1)
meter. The weight should then descend exactly one (1) meter in height. The descent should take as close
to two (2) minutes as possible. The device/weight will make a sound as the weight reaches the apex
(top; high point). The device/weight will trigger an “event” when the weight concludes its descent.”

Training for Judges will take place the morning of the competition from 9:00—10:30 a.m. in the small
gym at Soldotna Middle School, registration volunteers will be trained at 10:30 a.m., team check-in
begins at 11:00 a.m., and group welcome and competition begins at 12:15.
