Wisdom of Practice Protocol
Wisdom of Practice Protocol:

Consider how you, as an experienced practitioner, recognize excellent teaching.

If you were to walk into a classroom, what might you see or hear there (from the students as well as the teacher) that would cause you to think that you were in the presence of an expert? 

What would make you think: “Oh, this is good; if I had a child this age, this is the class I would hope for.”

· If you were to observe an excellent teacher, either in the classroom or in another professional setting, what might you see and/or hear?
· Given 5 minutes of quiet reflection time, consider the question above and write one observation per sticky-note…
· When time is up, compare notes with others seated near you.  Identify items both similar and different. Consolidate your list at your table.
· Keep your sticky notes – you will need them later in the training!
What does this protocol do?
· This protocol draws on the teacher’s frame of reference about quality teaching, and allows them to connect their prior knowledge to the 4 Domains.
· Provides opportunities for colleagues to compare ideas.
